They will 
probably get hungry between the mess hall 
meals. Plan late morning, late afternoon, and 
before bed snacks for Saturday.  

Bring whatever you and your daughter like to 
drink between meals too. Water. Sodas.

Directions to Camp 
Travel south on the 5 Freeway, past San Diego, National City and Chula Vista. Exit on Palm 
Ave/Rte 75 . At end of the ramp, turn right on Palm Avenue, go through 4 lights, and move to 
the left lane. After Ninth Avenue, veer left toward Imperial Beach (you're still on Palm Ave). 
Stay on Palm Ave and turn right one street after the stop sign onto Silver Strand. Take the third 
left on Carnation Avenue, the camp entrance will be on your right.
